DESIGNING ITALIAN GARDENS: POMPEII 
TO THE 21ST CENTURY
The study of Italian gardens provides a fundamental apprecia-
tion and understanding of the classical approach, an essential 
component of the landscape designer’s vocabulary. The 
interrelationship of natural, agricultural and ornamental 
elements of gardens will be studied, as well as the display of 
water, green architecture, symbolism, narrative storytelling, 
technological applications, organization of plant material and 
the use of sculpture. Early twentieth century adoption of 

Italianate style in America through the influence of Charles

PROFESSIONAL PLANTING DESIGN
This course will address the distinctive requirements of 
planting plans for gardens and parks.

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The Landscape Design Program was  

created through the Radcliffe Seminars  

in 1970, based on the success of a single 

1968 lecture, The Intellectual History of 

Garden Art. From the outset, the program 

sought to give students a broad appreciation 

and understanding of the complex forces 

that shape the environment and influence 

good design. Since its inception, the program 

has continually expanded, providing a 

comprehensive course of study in history 

and design including residential, commercial, 

cultural and public landscapes.

STUDY AREAS 
The ultimate aim of the certificates is to ground students in the 
principal skills needed to succeed in a selected area of study. The 
LI education has traditionally emphasized ecologically, historically, 
and socially responsible design. We offer four certificates:

• Landscape Design

• Landscape Design History

• Landscape Preservation

• Planting Design

To earn a certificate, students must complete 29.5 credits  

with a grade point average of B- or better.

Please note, the Certificate in Planting Design has a reciprocal 

relationship with the BAC’s Bachelor of Landscape Architecture 

and differs slightly in overall credit requirements from other LI 

certificates. 

Certificate in 
Landscape Design (CLD) 
The curriculum for this certificate emphasizes the interaction 
between human needs and the environment. A CLD provides 
students with practical skills for understanding landscape design. 
All design studios emphasize design process and problem solving 
using actual sites as case studies. Students generally complete the 
CLD on a part-time basis in two to five years. A full-semester 
landscape history survey course is strongly encouraged for a 
well educated landscape designer.

Certificate in Landscape  
Design History (CLH)
This certificate links the disciplines of history and design  
and is unique in the United States. The curriculum emphasizes 
landscape design history, promotes research in the discipline,  
raises and addresses issues of public policy involving the land.

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The curriculum recognizes the interrelationship of form, culture, 
and ideas, and examines how and why people structure their 
external environments. It prepares students for work in the areas 
of landscape design history, preservation, and environment  
at the community, state, and national levels. Students generally 
complete the CLH on a part-time basis in two to five years. 
Landscape History requires strong writing skills.

Certificate in Landscape 
Preservation (CLP)
Preserving landscapes of historic or cultural value requires  
an understanding of landscape history, knowledge of the tools  
of preservation practice, and the ability to develop long-term 
strategies for protecting and managing landscapes, from historic 
gardens to agricultural sites. The CLP prepares students to work 
as independent consultants or as part of a nonprofit or 
government agency team in documenting, preserving, interpret-
ing, and managing landscapes of historic or cultural value. 
Courses within the program can also meet the continuing 
education needs of those already working in historic preserva-
tion. Landscape preservation is a multidisciplinary field involving 
land-use history, public policy and law, horticulture, archaeology, 
ethnography, and urban and public policy history. Lectures, 
workshops, and roundtable discussions by industry professionals 
complement the curriculum. Requires strong writing skills.

Certificate in Planting Design (cPd)
Now included in the Landscape Institute’s offerings is the CPD, 
which has a reciprocal relationship with the BAC’s Bachelor of 
Landscape Architecture Program. 

Planting design is an art that requires a professional who is 
knowledgeable in horticulture as well as creative with nature’s 
palette. The BAC’s CPD prepares students to effectively use 
living materials in the design of environments that are functional, 
sustainable, and harmonize aesthetically with their surroundings. 
Focus on methods of site design, materials choice and plant 
selections as you prepare for a rewarding career as a sole 
practitioner, as part of a retail garden operation, or as a team 
member in a landscape architecture firm. All classes in the CPD 
transfer into the Bachelor of Landscape Architecture Program. 
Benefits to certificate students include access to the Learning 
Resource Center and library borrowing privileges.
